Because of the
geological substrate and characteristic hydrogeological conditions,
the lake system has been divided into the Upper and Lower lakes.
After this visit, continue to Split and check in to your hotel. Croatia’s
second-largest city, Split (Spalato in Italian), is a great place to see
Dalmatian life as it's really lived. Always buzzing, this exuberant
city has just the right balance between tradition and modernity.
Step inside Diocletian’s Palace (a UNESCO World Heritage Site
and one of the world’s most impressive Roman monuments), to
experience dozens of bars, restaurants, and shops thriving amid
the old atmospheric walls where Split has been humming along for
thousands of years.
